Today Columnist McGrory informs us that Marshall had trouble with her mouth
(ClickHere | 110 sheaking last May at the Commencement of liberal Brandeis University, She
B | [ooked at the festive blue-and-white balloons and quipped to the friendly audience
of 7,000 friends: "No red states here." Nothing wrong with that. She always says
things like that.

The problem this time was that some "conservative nut” complained. He
believed that judges are still expected to be impartial, especially in politics, even
in Massachusetts.

Margaret Marshall will always be a tragic figure if she remains on as Chief
Justice. Much better to resign with dignity and say that the world is not yet ready
for her compassion. All of her friends will cheer and praise her. She will
undoubtedly be guickly hired by Yale Law School or Wellesley College, for
starters.
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
