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AOC Announces Furlough Days for 2010
Atlanta, GA--- Employees of the Administrative Office of the Courts will take one additional furlough day per month in February, March and April 2010 according to Ms. Marla S. Moore, AOC Director.  She also announced that the office will remain open five days a week as the three furlough days will be arranged on a staggered staffing schedule.  Ms. Moore expressed her regret that the continuing decline in state revenue collections makes additional furlough days and the resulting pay reductions for staff unavoidable.

The Administrative Office of the Courts, an arm of the Supreme Court of Georgia, was created by statute in 1973.  The office operates under the guidance of the Judicial Council of Georgia, a policy-making body made up of appellate and trial court judges and chaired by the state’s Chief Justice. The AOC works alongside judges and other court personnel to improve the judicial system as it serves the citizens of Georgia.
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
